After much conversation
they decided to go straight from the streets.
Exhausted and dirty, they went.

After talking with Congresswoman Betty
McCollum’s aid, he was so inspired that he set up
an opportunity for the group to meet with
McCollum in the Twin Cities later that month.
McCollum generously gave them 40 minutes of
her time. “We went around the table and shared
our current interests in service-learning, why we
think it is important,” student Lisa Fralish later
shared. “[McCollum] said that along with the ‘big
idea’ perspective of service and social justices it
important to stay involved
in service through regular
volunteering and reaching
out to individuals in all
aspects of our lives. She
thinks service-learning is
something that all citizens
can benefit from, whether
they encounter it in their
‘financial journey,’ their
‘faith journey,’ or their
education/career.
